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LOCKED-DOWN BROWSER FOR WINDOWS

INTRODUCTION

This document explains how to install and configure the Janison Replay Application (Replay) to a Windows
device. Replay is the secure browser that allows students to participate in tests delivered through the test
player in the Assessments Portal*.

Replay is designed to:

- Prevent students from accessing other applications, web pages, software or hardware features and
only provides access to the test player.

- Prevent use of operating system commands such as functions accessed by Ctrl-Alt-Delete.

- Disable features such as the camera, spell check, screenshot, home, keyboard shortcuts, back and
power buttons.

- Prevent execution in a virtual machine or a virtual desktop (e.g. Citrix Virtual desktops, VMware or
Parallels on Mac)

Replay is also referred to as a 'locked-down browser’.

*Note: Not all assessments require a locked-down browser. Consult the test specifications for each
assessment at https://www.icasassessments.com/.

SUPPORTED DEVICES

You will need to load Replay to the student devices prior to running a test session.

Replay supports the following Windows devices:

° Laptop
o Desktop PC

SUPPORTED OPERATING SYSTEMS
Replay supports Windows 7 SP1 and later.

Note: Support excludes Windows 10 S

Bandwidth
A guideline for required bandwidth is 512 Kbps (0.512 Mbps) minimum download speed per 20 concurrent
users.

There is no additional bandwidth requirement for locked-down browser use, once the application has been
installed.

Note: All student devices need to be connected to the internet so that you can
download Replay and install it.
