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Perth School Tops ICAS Medal Tally

Perth Modern School has won the most medals of any Australian school in one of the largest global
academic competitions for school students.

ICAS competition is a school-based competition that students from Australia and international schools
sit annually across six subject areas — English, Mathematics, Science, Spelling Bee, Writing and
Digital Technologies. Owned and operated by Australian EdTech, Janison, the prestigious
competition is administered in thousands of schools across the globe. Despite COVID’s impact on
school education, hundreds-of-thousands of tests were completed in 2020.

State by State the medal tally was: NSW-168, QLD-123, SA-94, VIC-91, WA-85, TAS-55, NT-9 and
ACT-8.

“I congratulate the State’s 85 students who received ICAS medals placing them in the top 0.3% of the
2020 world cohort. This is designed to be a very challenging competition and Australian students
have excelled,” said Amy Barouch, Group Executive — ICAS Assessments at Janison.

) Perth Modern School won 21 medals — making the school the top medal winning school in

Australia.

+ Students at the North Shore Tee Success College won 10 medals.
+ Floreat Park Primary School won 5 medals.

) The following schools had students who won double medals:

+ Langford Islamic College — A Year 2 student won medals in both Mathematics and
Spelling Bee.

+ North Shore Tee Success College — two double medal winners - a Year 4 student won
medals in both Science and Spelling Bee, and a Year 2 student won medals in Science
and English.

+ Our Lady of Lourdes School — A Year 3 student won medals in both English and
Mathematics.
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+ Perth Modern School — two double medal winners in Year 9 — a student in English and
Digital Technologies, and another in Mathematics and Science.
+ Wesley College — A Year 7 student won medals in both English and Spelling Bee.
